
Former Snipers Agree: It's A Miracle Trump Is Still Alive

One of the more interesting aspects in the flood of analysis on the attempted Trump assassination is the commentary by former military and SWAT
snipers experienced in providing security details for political figures.  Nearly all of them confirm that the Secret Service surveillance planning during
the Butler, PA rally was perhaps the worst they have ever seen.  It was so bad, in fact, that it almost appears as if the massive holes in the
perimeter were deliberate.

So far it is not clear who specifically was in charge of the security plans for that event.  However, many former snipers agree that it's a miracle
Donald Trump is still alive.  In fact, they agree almost entirely with our own analysis published on July 15th.

In an interview with KJRH in Oklahoma, former SWAT sniper Maj. Nate Norton of the Sapulpa Police Department lays out the scary reality:

"I'm glad they're calling him a shooter because he ain't a sniper," Norton said. "If he was a sniper, President Trump would be dead on the
very first shot. There's no ifs, ands, or buts about this. This is somebody that has some weird, sick agenda and did at best mediocre
train(ing) in my opinion. Because at 130 yards, 190 yards, that is piece of cake gravy range for somebody that shoots."

The 140 yard shot gift-wrapped and handed to alleged shooter Thomas Crooks was so easy, even for an amateur, that Trump should not be alive
today.  The bullet, reportedly fired from an AR15 running 5.56 (or .223 ammunition), would have left a deadly and expansive impact wound had it
been less than an inch to the shooter's right.  Here is test footage of .223 rounds impacting a realistic ballistic gel head for a visual reference:

The explanation for Thomas Crooks miraculous miss might be found in reports that Crooks was, in fact, a verified terrible shot.  Investigations into
his school history indicate that Crooks tried to join his High School Shooting Club in Bethel Park, but he failed to make the shooting team and was
asked to leave the club because he was incredibly unsafe with his rifle.

In other words, Trump lucked out with the worst assassin possible.  This does not take away from the fact that Crooks was somehow allowed to
casually approach the AGR building and climb to the roof with a rifle only 140 yards away from the rally stage without any intervention from Secret
Service.  Crooks had every card stacked in his favor. Why was there no security on that roof?  We are still waiting for answers.

H.R. 8081: the DISGRACED Former Protectees Act – or the Denying Infinite Security and
Government Resources Allocated toward Convicted and Extremely Dishonorable Former
Protectees Act
Fact Sheet
The United States government has long recognized the need to protect Presidents, former Presidents, other
high-level officials, and select family members of those officials from harm. Since 1901, that protective
mission has been fulfilled by the U.S. Secret Service. Periodically, Congress has reformed the Secret Service’s
protective mission, often in response to exigent circumstances. For example, protection was expanded to
major party presidential nominees following the assassination of Senator Robert F. Kennedy in 1968. Former
President Donald J. Trump’s unprecedented 91 felony charges in Federal and State courts across the country
have created a new exigency that Congress must address to ensure Secret Service protection does not
interfere with the criminal judicial process and the administration of justice.
The DISGRACED Former Protectees Act would terminate Secret Service protection for individuals who
otherwise qualify for it upon sentencing following conviction for a Federal or State felony.
Under current law, Secret Service protection is authorized for some current and former high-level officials
and their immediate families. Current law does not contemplate how such protection would occur—or
whether it should occur—if a protectee is sentenced to prison following conviction for a felony. As a result,
current law may serve as an impediment to the equal administration of justice and present logistical
difficulties for both the Secret Service and prison authorities at the Federal and State levels.1
This bill would remove the potential for conflicting lines of authority within prisons and allow judges to weigh
the sentencing of individuals without having to factor in the logistical concerns of convicts with Secret Service
protection.
Is this bill ex post facto and therefore in violation of the Constitution?
No. The Supreme Court in Flemming v. Nestor2 suggested that there could be situations where the
termination of a benefit may raise ex post facto concerns. However, such a law would have to be shown to
have an unlawful, punitive purpose.3 This bill raises no punitive concern. The purpose of this bill is to hand
off inmate protection to relevant prison authorities rather than involve the Secret Service. Further, the
removal of Secret Service protection does not change the criminal statutes or alter the penalty for crimes.

Biden’s security regime then
ordered the most obvious assassination perch in the entire area to remain outside the main security perimeter.

Furthermore, Biden’s Secret Service director ordered law enforcement and counter-snipers OFF the roof that the assassin used. If
that weren’t enough, Biden’s security regime also refused to block line of sight from the assassin’s perch to Trump’s location.
When law enforcement radioed in a suspicious person using a laser range finder at the building and even took photos of him,
nothing was done to detain the assassin.

The FBI told us almost immediately that
while it couldn’t open the assassin’s phone, it knew he acted alone. That’s kind of strange, when you think about it. They told us
almost immediately that they identified him by DNA, despite him having no criminal record. They also said they found explosives
in his car. Why didn’t they just identify him by his plates or registration or next of kin identification?

 At some point you just have to say enough with the lies. We saw what they did with the Russia hoax. We saw the Kavanaugh
hoax. We saw the COVID origin hoax. We saw the Ukraine hoax, the stolen election, the J6 op, and then the armed Mar-a-Lago
raid and the myriad illegal cases against Trump.

First, no sniper uses a 22 round, which the 5.56mm (.223) merely is.  it's light and unacceptably subject to even the wispiest of
cross winds and other possible deflections between the muzzle and the target...

Second, most states do not allow hunting "large game" (that's animals bigger than a coyote) with anything smaller than a .243
because of the increased likelihood of wounding the animal instead of a clean kill.

Consider that the military notes that as a combat round, the 5.56mm is more likely to wound, rather than kill, which puts a bigger
load on the enemy's resources.. (one wounded soldier ties up another one or two soldiers to evacuate them from the field, and
increases the burden on the enemy's medical staff). In other words, wound 33% of a fighting force and you've taken 66% or more
of that force out of the battle. Kill 33% and 66% still remain to fight.

Wounding the enemy is often more advantageous than killing them.

The military benefit? You can carry more 5.56mm ammo to battle than 7.62mm.(30 caliber) ammo (which is typically 3x heavier -
55 gr vs. 168 or 180gr) .

The downside, if you're trying to kill the enemy. you NEED more 5.56mm ammo! (possessing only 30% of the mass of a round
intended to kill.) 

(Notice, this applies to the 9MM vs. the .45 handgun ammo as well).

If you are a sniper (or military "shooter"), you're not trying to "wound". You want a one shot kill, and hopefully in such a manner
that it's not apparent from which direction the round came from - so you want mass for resistance to trajectory deflection and
"cross-sectional density" to transfer as much energy to the target as possible hopefully making such a mess of it that an entrance
and/or exit wound is not discernable indicating direction of shot, not just punch a tiny hole in it with the bullet expending the rest
of its energy continuing down range.

Currently, the 1991 Federal Policy for the Protection of Human Subjects is the binding regulation on
human-subject research for 17 federal agencies including the military and the intelligence agencies.
Although it outlines the guidelines for informed consent, it also states, “Unless otherwise required by law,
department or agency heads may waive the applicability of some or all of the provisions of this policy.” In
other words, a person participating in an experiment must be informed and give his consent unless a
high-level government official doesn’t think it is necessary. Not surprisingly, this authority doesn’t stop
with the heads of agencies and departments. The president also has the power to waive or modify these
provisions through a presidential directive, which he can issue at any time, refuse to make public, and do
without any person’s or body’s approval.

Therefore, until a federal statute that secures the right of informed consent for anyone subjected to
classified human experimentation is passed by the legislature and signed into law by the president, the
U.S. government has the power to carry out research projects without his consent and without informing
the participants of the dangers or future complications.

Is the United States carrying out human-subject research without consent right now? We don’t
know. But speculation about the future of research and experimentation doesn’t inspire
confidence. Jonathan Moreno, a biomedical expert and author of Undue Risk: Secret State Experiments
on Humans, writes, “Among the next generation of weapons is one that may involve a different sort of
radiation than that emitted by atomic fission: microwaves. Electromagnetic waves may be used to disrupt
an enemy soldier’s central nervous system, to cause epileptic seizures.” Anyone who doubts that the
U.S. military may be considering such research need only consult a 2006 navy directive that
includes guidelines for waiving consent and suggests the potential for research involving “severe
or unusual intrusion, either physical or psychological, on human subjects (such as consciousness-
altering drugs or mind-control techniques).”





The terrain is flat between
the building and the stage. Trump is on a 4' high platform and he is 6' tall  Put the ear height  minus 4" below the top of his head.
Ear height 9-8" =/-. The bullet in the photo may be a different bullet than what hit him and appears to be a couple of inches above
his shoulder so lets say 9' above the ground.

A bullet shot from an elevation over 6'- 6" higher in that short of distance should be angled down a lot more than that photo
would indicate.

However the building 20' directly behind the shooter's right shoulder is a 2 story building set below grade with 5 windows facing
directly toward the podium. By my calculations again using the 80" door height in the photo puts the center of  windows at
9'-9'-6" above grade which would be level with Trumps head.

So, the shooter's barrel elevation was about 6" above (+/-6") than Trump's ear..  at 100+ yards call it same elevation .

If you're going to be a shooter or "sniper" you need to learn to figure elevations and distances based on physical clues in the
environment. A very good set of range finding reticular "binoculars" or spotting scope with an elevation indicator either built
in or attached can help if physical clues aren't available (desert terrain is difficult, for example), or you're just not good at
that.

Most people (especially range shooters) aren't aware that at any elevation other than dead flat horizontal (that is, the target is
above or below you, either way) requires adjusting your aim point appropriately higher on the target..How much higher
depends on lateral distance to the target, elevation change to the target, and your bullet's actual trajectory at that distance.. 

Or, if you have a semi auto, just point and empty the magazine at it and hope you hit it which is what most of today's
"civilian marksmen" do..
