I’ve birthed 10 children vaginally:

First one at a military hospital where they “stripped my membranes” - absolutely the worst experience of

the 10. It’s a miracle I was willing to try again, in my naïveté.

2,3 and 4 - traditional hospital birth with epidural. Had weird symptoms after pitocin and hard time dealing

with an episiotomy. (or two?)

5, 6, 7, 8 - home births with a midwife. Wonderful, excellent experiences. Sometimes tearing, but no

problem stitching up without anesthesia if done quickly - all the blood has been “pushed away” so there is

little feeling in the perineum. Baby 8 had a undiagnosed heart defect (only one sono done at 8 weeks) and

Down Syndrome, and had to be rushed to ER, but I believe the vaginal home birth saved her life. It is

certain, if I had had her in a hospital, they would’ve required a c-section.

9, 10, - had at a birthing center, water births. Absolutely lovely option - most comfortable way I birthed. I

was 47 years old with the last one, and was considered “high risk” solely because of age.

Experienced midwives are picky about their clients and I believe that is another reason why homebirths are

so safe. If there is an issue with baby’s or mother’s health, they will recommend hospital birth.

I've home-birthed my 7 children, with the assistance of midwives, no drugs and had no problem. That was

before giving birth in water was popular. I would have liked to try it.
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Fantastic article. When we were planning to start our family, we researched this subject extensively after

watching The Business of Being Born, and came to nearly all of the same conclusions as MWD. Home birth

was the only way for us to stay off the centralized medical grid and accommodate our wishes for zero

drugs, zero ultrasounds, delayed cord clamping, natural birth of the placenta, skin-to-skin immediately

after birth, no newborn shots, etc.

We did our home birth in an inflatable pool in the bedroom, with a midwife and doula present. The

childbirth experience was a first for both of us, but I could tell that the progression of the birth process

reflected the much lower-stress enviornment than we would have had at a hospital. Active labor was only

about two hours, the baby was out in 3-4 pushes, and there was no tearing or blood whatsoever, with a

10/10 apgar baby. The midwife (who almost didn't arrive in time since the labor progressed so quickly) said

it was one of the best first-time birth experiences she'd ever seen, and the smoothest birth overall that

she'd seen in the previous year. In contrast to the screaming and wailing you see on television portrayals of

births, there was minimal drama or obvious intense discomfort. I sometimes joke with my wife that "It

didn't look like that big of a deal," which always gets an eye-roll but has a kernel of truth to it.

We also attribute Klenner's Vitamin C protocol

(https://www.orthomolecular.org/resources/omns/v16n35.shtml) to helping keep her tissues fleixble and

maintaining the strength of the collagen in the amniotic sac. Our daughter was born fully en-caul, which

seems to happen in only about 1 in 100,000 births, but apparently is much more common on the vitamin C

protocol. I'm not sure if MWD has written about the work done by Pauling and Klenner with high-dose

Vitamin C, but it might be worth an article as another forgotten side of medicine.

I firmly believe the lack of interventions during birth has contributed to our daughter being a well-adjusted,

social 2 year old with a strong bond to both of her parents.

I've heard many horror stories from our friends who have had hospital births, but they discuss it with an air

of resignation that there is no alternative. There is, and I can't recommend it highly enough for women with

low-risk pregnancies. There's nothing like going to sleep in your own bed with a new member of your

family. We're planning on the exact same setup for #2 on the way.

2) there a few organizations that do hormonal support for infertility and pregnancy. All of them do

progesterone IM shots rather than suppositories (as I understand it, they found the IM shot more effective

with clear evidence of any harms when done appropriately), with lab monitoring. NaPro

(https://naprotechnology.com) and FEMM Health (https://femmhealth.org) operate in the US (as well as

abroad) and have a public list of trained practitioners. NeoFertility (https://neofertility.ie) operates in

Ireland; although it also trains other providers, its list is not public as far as I know.

Most of these providers are what I would call “conventional adjacent” meaning that they may or may not

be familiar with or open to the other modalities discussed here. But I hope

it’s a starting point for helping people identify a local provider if someone is struggling with infertility or

miscarriages.

I have been wondering if practicing yoga might be a way to improve Zeta potential. This seems intuitively

true to me. I have two children, and did (fairly rigorous) yoga during both pregnancies. Both were delivered

by midwife, beautifully and without complication, and are both thriving young girls as of this writing.

I would also suggest that pelvic floor physiotherapy should be offered to every woman after birth. Heck,

even before birth! In my second pregnancy I saw a pelvic floor physio as a pre-emptive measure. She

helped me strengthen the pelvic floor muscles in a targeted way - think Kegels, except with a personal

coach who can advise you exactly which muscles to target and how. Pretty amazing actually.

My second was born insanely quickly - it was a good thing we planned on a home both because there's no

way I would have made it to the hospital. The midwives actually arrived just a couple minutes before the

baby was born, and I only made it that long because my doula instructed me on how to "breathe through a

straw" to hold the baby in. It's not even that I felt an overwhelming need to push -- more like my body was

basically "pushing itself." I was just there along for the ride. (This was unbelievable to me, as I spent about

2 hrs in the pushing phase with my first daughter).

Sorry for rambling, but it's really so sad to me that this knowledge needs to be surfaced and disseminated

- so sad it's not just the default standard of care in North America. I'm so fortunate (up in Alberta, Canada)

that midwives are a licensed profession and can oversee a low risk pregnancy, and home birth, all at no

cost to the woman. All this knowledge (and more) is something that midwifery and doula communities

already have. I just wish our culture prioritized midwifery care, instead of the barbaric "pathological"

mainstream medicine model of birth.

Learning about what you wrote here prompted me to train to become a volunteer doula about 15 years

ago. My first birth was in a birthing center and the labor was everything you hope for ... until she started to

push. The nurse midwife forced her onto her back (I'll never forget the terror in the mother's eyes), gave

her an episiotomy, and once the baby was out, actually pulled out the placenta. I was so traumatized I

couldn't doula again. Another experienced doula just shrugged her shoulders and told me, "It's easy to

advocate for change in labor, but almost impossible in the actual birth." Knowing I couldn't psychologically

survive how they treat birth is a large part of why I chose not to have kids. I'm very happy to see you

bringing these issues to a broad audience because even today I hear the same stories of unnecessary

interventions that sparked my desire to be a doula.

My oldest was born in 93, NJ didn't recognize midwives at all then. Natural delivery but he was a 9.8lb/24"

41week monster. His head was delivered & he still kicked the nurse pushing at my sternum. Even with

everything else, I ripped badly. He was just that big. (Yeah, lifelong complications from that).

My younger son was born 25 months later & NJ recognized nurse-midwives then. On exam when I got to

the hospital he was breech (my membranes ruptured at home & I was miserable with back labor). My

nurse was still new to the US (she was an experienced midwife in Ireland) & asked me if she could try to

externally rotate the baby. I've never felt so much like a rotisserie chicken! She spent the next couple of

hours moving me, sometimes by what felt miniscule movements. The MD was dismissive but on the next

exam my son was perfectly positioned! By that point the back labor was kicking my ass & I asked for an

epidural. It was needed. He was 7.15 & 1/2 (JUST under 8lbs!) & 21".

My daughter was 2 years later & my MD did an internal manipulation that started labor later that day

(something about his schedule is what I remembered). Most miserable labor of my life. I had wooden

bedrails & I CHEWED them waiting for the anesthesiologist (only 1 at the hospital was in the OR with an

emergency). I only realized I chewed up the rails after I finally got the epidural. I could feel the contractions,

they just didn't hurt. Nurse came in for exam & I told her I was ready to push. Baby basically fell out. She

was 7.4oz & 19". Babies got smaller, labors got worse.

My oldest has a heart condition & nearly died (not found until he crashed after birth), middle kid had

tachypnea 100+/minute for his first 6 hours. Like you, I'm of a mixed opinion on hospital vs home births.

Centers are a great middle ground.

Can you elaborate on the ultrasound issues? Fetal echos identified the potential issues my younger two

had after the cluster with my oldest. I know of multiple people who those helped but haven't heard

negatives.

I have been a skeptical person my entire life, but would have never imagined I would be led to believe I

needed surgery while I was pregnant by oncologists, when I in fact did not as they were aware that I had a

desmoid tumor. Without going into too much further detail as to how wrong each and every element of all

of these experiences were, I was severely injured in that third surgery I had while pregnant with my third

child. I went on to give birth to her at home and she has never been medicalized. She turns two tomorrow.
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I'm so glad you mentioned routine infant male circumcision in this article! This profitable but harmful

practice is falsely claimed to confer prophylactic medical "benefits."

It's

one of the oldest surgical procedures still performed today. " Given number of people living today,

"both male and female sexual function and satisfaction." are doing just fine. In any case, it's incredible

that after 6000 years, we still don't have enough data to have retrospective observation study to tell

concussively of benefits of such surgical procedure. and we still don't know how to make such

procedure 100 % safe for parents who choose it for religious reasons.
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Far preceding 6000 years of this intervention, whose original purpose was likely to reduce

pleasure without impeding reproductive capacity, millions of years of evolution have produced a

highly specialized prepuce in both male and female humans, as well as countless other animals,

which warrants our consideration. In female humans, it's called the clitoral hood, and is well

understood to contain different nerve endings which produce different sensations than the

clitoris itself. You can also observe the prepuce in many animals, such as male dogs -- the

protective covering over the mucosal tissue of the penis that retracts during arousal.

We should avoid hubris and assume that removing a functional, specialized organ may cause

harm and reduced function, and identify what these could be (in addition to trauma and

unintended complications from an unnecessary surgical intervention).

Most of the time, male reproductive function is not impeded, in that he can normally still achieve

erection, penetration, and fertilization. Sometimes, sufficient unintentional damage is done, like

complete penile amputation, to prevent this. (Death from hemorrhage is also sometimes a result,

which would clearly prevent long-term reproductive function.) Given the modern prevalence of

ED, the role of stretch receptors in the foreskin contributing to erectile function should be
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ED, the role of stretch receptors in the foreskin contributing to erectile function should be

considered as one possible contributing factor that also has an impact on function.

Suggesting that "both male and female sexual...satisfaction" are "doing just fine" is a highly

subjective and unsupported claim, and reports of this being relevant should be evaluated. We

should study factors beyond ED which could conceivably contribute to reports of low

satisfaction in either partner, such as reduced lubrication (because the mucosal secretions of

the penis are reduced when the tissue keratinizes outside of its protective foreskin, and because

greater pressure is required and friction is created when the rolling action of the foreskin is not

present to facilitate intromission), as well as change in male movement habits due to an absence

of certain types of nerve endings in certain locations that would typically be present in the intact

genitalia, potentially leading to less intuitively successful stimulation for a female partner.

In other words, MAHA's goals for gold-standard science and informed consent should be

applied, starting with the knowledge that any intervention has consequences, and considering

anecdotal reports and communities which claim to have experienced harm (for example,

Bloodstained Men) to inform potential research avenues and ensure that the standard of "first,

do no harm" is upheld.

If real A) informed B) consent were provided, rates would go down dramatically. Many

parents choose it because they are encouraged to, thinking it's in the best interest of

the child. Explaining to them otherwise would be better than outlawing it.

A) Informed:

1. Correct false claims that the procedure significantly reduces risks of UTIs, STIs, and

penile cancer.

2. Advise that, even if those claims were accurate, there are many less invasive ways to

address those conditions besides amputating healthy genital tissue.

3. Educate recipients that it is not simply "extra skin," but a specialized, protective,

mechanically active, lubricative tissue with different types of nerve endings than the

rest of the penis.

4. Advise about downsides, such as reduced penis size (the average difference in lost

erect volume could be estimated by measuring healthy intact subjects), reduced

lubrication due to mucosal tissue keratinization, potential impacts of removing fine-

touch sensing nerves (Meissner's corpuscles) while leaving only free nerve endings,

etc.

5. Clarify the real extent of potential risks, such as accidental penile amputation or

death (this will require improved tracking -- for example, circumcision deaths are

sometimes recorded as hemorrhage, not associated with the surgical intervention).

B) Consent:

1. Instead of being a default procedure requiring parents to sometimes take

extraordinary steps to opt out of and prevent being carried out automatically, it should

only be discussed if the parents request it.

2. It should be discouraged from being covered by insurance so that those who

choose it also have to consider the burden of cost.

In 1979. I wrote a 300 page manuscript How to Raise an Organic Baby: Based on 22 years of a mother's

experience raising 4 children.. I found a publisher in NYC who was interested...and he sat on it over 2

months, before he said that he would like to publish it, but the AMA would not approve, because I didn't

have a doctorate. I covered info related to my children's births.. I was 22 years old, when my first child was

born. .My son and I could have died. After 26 hours of labor, the doctor used forceps to birth him. The baby

had bloody scratches along both sides of his head. . My second labor was another 26 hour labor, but no

forceps were used. The third childbirth was another 26 hours of labor...all three entailed the use of drugs to

put me out. I had no nutritional knowledge and my diet for my first 21 years was abysmal. Then, in 1961,

when i got into the study of nutrition I followed Adele Davis's high protein diet with liver info. The 3rd birth

was not any better. However, i made sure to go to an OB who was not adverse to nursing, after the first

ONB gave me dry-up pills. In 1973, I came across a health book,, which inspired me to become a

vegetarian...and i gave up coffee and cigarettes, too. My energy level really changed and I felt better than I

had ever felt. In 1976, at 42 I had my 4th child who was my largest and healthiest baby. I never expected

such an easy labor, I could have had the baby at home. I was sitting in the sun, sunbathing, and felt some

little twinges and when i stood up, the baby was ready to be born. A friend drove me to the hospital...and I

was kept waiting in the lobby for 40 minutes. Then I was taken upstairs to lie on a.gurney in a hallway...

undressed with medical personnel running past me... with nurses telling me, "Hold back! Wait for the

doctor!" It was a total nightmare. My regular OB was out of town; and the substitute that showed up was a

mindless flake!

I had a hospital birth in October. I did have an epidural and they broke my water at 9cm. No pitocin or

anything else. But I stopped dilating at 9cm and the nurse midwife told me after 2 hrs of pushing that baby

was stuck in the OP position and wasn't coming out without a vacuum or c section. I ultimately had to have

a c-section and thankfully my recovery went very well and baby was very healthy. The thing I get caught

up on is that fact that not once in my pregnancy did the nurses or dr mention baby's OP positioning. I

remember once asking if she was in breech position during one of my regular visits, but I didn't even know

what a sunny side up baby was until it happened. After my birth, I did more research and also learned my

having an anterior placenta meant I had a greater potential for having an OP baby. I know hindsight is 20-

20, but I wish I would have been told earlier in the labor process what position baby was in because I would

have done everything to try to flip her and refuse the epidural. That being said, I really don't know at what

point she became OP, or if there was anything I could have done about it. Ultimately, even though my birth

wasn't a great experience, I am grateful I have a healthy baby and have had a great breastfeeding journey.

I’m a hypnobirthing practitioner based in the

UK and spend time teaching women (and their birth partners) the importance of the role that relaxation,

breathing and state of mind have on their oxytocin levels and endorphins. Giving women the tools to learn

how to relax, how to manage labour and delivery, how to communicate with their birth partner and medical

staff can make all the difference, even during what might be considered to be a ‘high risk’ delivery.

I’ve worked with women who were terrified by the birth stories they’ve heard; who’d had traumatic birth

experiences or appalling treatment at a prior delivery and supported them all to a positive labour and

delivery.
