I was big in the
security community back then and had a good friend of mine who was a premier malware
reverse engineer and forensics guy who worked exclusively with TLAs, military, and
defense contractors.

Once I told my buddy about what happened, he thought for sure that his FBI cyber friends
would help me out. He got in touch with them and set me up with a call, and I thought the
agent was interested in helping me (being an open and shut case with the evidence I had
already), but NOPE. It evidently did not have enough PR value for the FBI to take on. The
agent even told me that his supervisor was only interested in he and his team taking on
cases that would effectively get them promoted to higher positions.
