When I was still in my twenties a family we knew well took in an estranged brother of the wife who spent his

teen years in foster homes.

And yes, I think the brother getting off the hook would have victimized others until he met

his fate.
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This hits home really hard right now because just today, a friend confided that she is

beginning to have memories of a relative having molested her as a child. Entire parts of her

childhood have been blank for years, and she has been trying to figure out why. Then this

relative was recently arrested for molesting her daughter, and her entire world came

crashing down, shattering into pieces as she learns about more and more victims in her own

family who were raped by this monster, one of whom she thinks even bore his child.

Thank goodness, he is behind bars right now, but who knows for how long, and had he been

prosecuted when this pattern first began decades ago, the later victims would have been

spared.

"crimes." J6 protesters remain in jail at this time, guilty of pretty much nothing but political entrapment. I

have issues with mistakes that can be made by the justice system. If an innocent life is taken without just

cause, there is really no remedy for that. I believe that only God can grant or cancel a life. We need to see

major civil and criminal penalties applied to 1000s of perpetrators serving the US military and

pharmaceutical empire.

No bed, no comfort, no pleasant quiet space for the evil to write their memories and grow a fan

base. Just silence and isolation. And creating an incentive structure within the prison so that it comes as

close as possible to paying for itself is one more step toward reducing the drain on society that sociopaths

and others unable or unwilling to do the right thing present us with. The prison has to be a place where no

one, I mean no one, would want to be. I'll leave this final thought. I took a course on Gandhi's practice of

"ahimsa," or nonviolence. People remember him for his civil disobedience. But Gandhi did say that, with

respect to a rabid dog, that the least violent response to that dog would be to kill it, so as to prevent further

harm. I guess it is common knowledge that there is no coming back from being stricken with rabies. So, I am

comfortable leaving the door open to state sanctioned murder of certain people who are determined to be

irredeemable; and whose death would serve as an appropriate example to others.
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
